We are so grateful to
our PTFA who have agreed to support the funding of trips, reducing the cost to families, but please be aware
that as a school we are unable to sustain the level of subsidy that we’ve been required to put in place
recently. In future we may need to cancel class trips if not enough parental contribution is received. If you're
struggling to pay for a trip in full, please let your child’s class teacher know.
